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YOUTH PROTECTION
JDI requires all adults serving in any leadership position to become CAV’s prior to assuming those roles. Such
positions include, but are not limited to, the following examples: 
• Executive & Associate Members of a BGC 
• Chairman/Committee Members of a BGC
• Officers/Committees of a SGC, GGC or JGC 
• Members of the Board of Trustees of a GGC 
• Members of the JDI Board of Trustees 
• Supreme and Assisting Supreme Deputies 
• Grand and Assisting Grand Deputies and Deputy Grand Guardians 
• Grand/Jurisdictional Bethel officers and members who are Majority Members of JDI 
• Officers/Directors/Members of a Board or Foundation that specifically ties itself to JDI or operates under the
EIN structure of JDI 
• Officers of Mother’s/Father’s/Parent’s Clubs 
• Officers of Prospective Members Clubs 
• Chaperones 
• An individual serving as pro-tem in any position where a CAV would be required to serve

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YOUTH PROTECTION
Additionally, JDI has established that any adult taking an active part in a closed Bethel meeting is considered
acting in a leadership capacity. Such activities include, but are not limited to, the following examples: Majority
Member who pro-tem a Bethel station, an adult playing the piano, an adult filling in for a missing council
member at the meeting. 

• A Daughter serving as an officer at the Bethel, Jurisdictional or International level who is nineteen (19) years
of age at the time of installation or crowning may complete the term without being a CAV, although she may
turn twenty (20) years of age during the term. 

• A Daughter currently fulfilling any of the offices and terms listed above will qualify to serve as a protem at
any JDI level until her term is finished without requiring a CAV.

• A Majority Member serving at a Jurisdictional or International level who is twenty (20) years of age or older at
the time of installation or crowning must be a CAV.

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YOUTH PROTECTION
Accommodations Guidelines
Adults should sleep in separate quarters from you EXCEPT

Genuine emergencies when the health or well-being of a Job's Daughters member may be at risk1.
the ages of the Daughters members involved make this a justifiable condition2.
travel accommodations necessitate room sharing3.
Job's Daughters members should not be housed with adults other than their family members4.
Housing older members with significantly older members should be carefully considered prior to making
room assignments.

5.

IN NO CIRCUMSTANCE SHOULD UNRELATED ADULT MALES STAY ALONE WITH JOB'S DAUGHTERS
MEMBERS OR OTHER YOUTH.

If traveling alone with one CAV, must have parent's or legal guardians written permission to stay in
overnight accommodations in the same room as the female CAV

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YOUTH PROTECTION
Activity Guidelines

Weapons are not appropriate at any JDI function1.
Only published Ritual or Book of Ceremonies may be performed. There will be no "secret" activities
of any kind. Hazing is not part of any JDI ceremony.

2.

Any activity in a private home must be approved by the Executive Bethel Guardian Council and
notice provided to parents and proper chaperoning guidelines followed.

3.

Activities involving both male and female participants, both male and female CAVs should be
present

4.

Parental notification of official JDI activities communicate date, place, beginning and ending times.
Parents are always welcome and should be encouraged to participate.

5.

JDI club (Foundations, Parent's Club, PHQ clubs, etc) must meet the same standards and conduct
expected of JDI Bethels

Cameras, video equipment and cell phones with cameras should not be permitted in any changing room.

Chaperone Guidelines
Safety of Three - no fewer than 3 individuals - 2 adults, one whom is a CAV and one of whom is a
female and one Daughter or one CAV and 2 daughters

1.

Best practice recommends "two-deep leadership" - two adults, one who is CAV and one who is
female, accompany members on all trips, outings and JDI Bethel activities.  1 CAV to 5 youth.

2.

Non CAV parents or guardians are always welcome to chaperone and only count as a chaperone
for their own Daughters and not any other youth.

3.

One on one contact are discouraged. A conversation between a CAV and a Jobs Daughter needs to
be confidential, the CAV should speak with the member in an open setting out of hearing range but
still seen by others

Online activities are subject to Chaperone Guidelines5.

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YOUTH PROTECTION
Photos, Videos and Media Guidelines
All should be representative of the value so the organization. A written release shall be obtained from
parents/legal guardians before being published. Personal information should not appear on any social media or
online directory.

Physical Contact
Avoid inappropriate physical contact with Job's Daughters members. This includes but not limited to, placing
hands on legs, tickling, wrestling and pattign backsides. Full "bear hugs" should be avoided.

Transportation
At least one adult CAV in a vehicle.
No male should drive Daughter without an adult female in the car - unless the same household or
emergency circumstances dictate this is the only safe course of action
Daughters should obtain written permission to drive to and from meetings and activities. She cannot
transport any other youth.
All drivers shall have a drivers license and insurance

Bethel minutes MUST be recorded and printed/included in the
minute/roll book.

The Welcome Ceremony (Initiation) must be performed once per term
even if you don’t have initiates.

         f. ALL COMMUNICATIONS sent to the Bethel are Bethel property and
are to be read at a Bethel meeting. This includes emails. Please read through
emails sent from JDI, the EJGC or the Supreme Deputy and determine if any
information should be shared with the daughters.
       g. Must hold Bethel Meetings twice a month according to the Bylaws,
Constitution and Ritual of JDI. 
       h. Must wear official regalia at at least one meeting. 
       i. The second meeting can be a “business meeting”. 
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REORGANIZATION 
Reorganization:
 In the event a Bethel’s membership has declined to a point where the Bethel is unable to hold three
(3) consecutive meetings, the Bethel shall be placed under reorganization by the Supreme
Guardian/Supreme Deputy.

To be removed from Reorganization a bethel must:
Active membership of at least 10 members at no less than 3 consecutive meetings
Official Regalia worn at least once per month
Proper BGC meetings must be held monthly with minutes recorded
Reports given on activities by Daughters
Bill audited and voted on
Motions made and completed properly
Term planning completed
Proficiency Lessons given and taken when necessary
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SPECIAL DISPENSATIONS
Special Dispensations are requested from and issued by the
Supreme Deputy. 

All requests are to:
be filed on Form 200
include a $2.00 fee if necessary
sent to the Supreme Deputy in time to allow for
processing. 14 days is preferred. 

Special Privileges with a $2 fee
dispense with meetings during a vacation period, if your
bylaws don’t allow a vacation period
elect officers at a meeting other than what is stated in
your bylaws
install officers at a meeting other than what is stated in
your bylaws
dispense with regular meetings or hold special meetings
change meeting place, date, or time

Special Privileges with NO fee
hold a special election to fill a vacancy
exemplify a ritualistic ceremony for masonic or
other bodies
hold an official visit for the Supreme Guardian
change date or hour of meeting when the
meeting:

falls during the week of the Annual Session
of the SGC or GGC
